Vocals: started while founding the band. He took lessons in Hannover busing Kati Schiffkowski (one of the most respected german jazz vocalists). As well he used a special breath and speech trainer but it's still one of the biggest challenges to sing in a different language than yours and bring feeling and expression into it. 
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Chicago Blues, Westcoast Blues, Lousianna Blues, Delta Blues but the R'n'B Big Band styles like Louis Jordan as well, Buddy und Ella Johnson and Roy Milton.
