Paul Camilleri 

A POWERFUL FUSION OF POP, ROCK, SOUL, RNB & BLUES 

  

"PAUL CAMILLERI hasn’t got much in common with the stereotypical nine to five blues”, wrote the Landbote in a portrait about the blues singer and songwriter on the occasion of his CD debut in March 2000. 
“ Those who listen to Camilleri playing and singing, wouldn't place him in Winterthur, but would suspect his roots to be in Chicago or London. Camilleri has got an international background, indeed: Maltese name, British passport, birth and first years of his life spent in Lebanon …” appeared in the Tages-Anzeiger on the occasion of the conferment of the promotion award for culture by the city of Winterthur in December 2001. 
His debut album indicated a promising direction, which has consequently been kept and developed even further in his second CD "IN THE MIDDLE OF THE NIGHT". Camilleri says goodbye to the pure blues and goes on a tightrope walk across pop, rock, soul and funk attracting the listener’s attention. The variety of styles implemented and his courage of breaking with the conventional blues allowed the arousal of a colourful, varied, beautiful and lucent produced album, which includes eleven original compositions as well as the newly arranged cover version of “I can’t stand the rain”. Every song captures the feeling of blues. The ensemble sounds fluent, respects the tradition, has much drive and many catchy melodies with a slight tendency to pop. 
Paul Camilleri succeeded in releasing a CD that appeals to everyone, including those who would normally wrinkle up their nose when hearing the word “blues”. 
The current album "IN THE MIDDLE OF THE NIGHT" has been distributed ever since the 3rd of March by the well-known record company Zyx Music in nine different countries. Together with this new album Zyx presents its new founded blues-rock-label “Pepper-Cake”. 
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The musicians around the British singer and guitarist all belong to the new generation of blues players and have developed an independent form of blues. On stage the band add the classics of blues as well as well-known cover versions of soul and rock to their program and due to their variety are able to reach out to a vast audience. The different shades of blues are played masterly and with lots of energy and also reflects influences of the most current music. 
The band registered innumerable appearances all over Switzerland, among others at Albani in Winterthur, open-air festival in Bischofszell, “Out In The Green-Festival”, Kammgarn in Schaffhausen, AlpenRock House in Zurich, Mahogany Hall Bern, Rock 01 in Appenzell, Inox Baden, etc. In addition to that his concert at the Muba was recorded by SF DRS and transmitted on "Weekend Music" and his concert with the blues legend Louisiana Red at the Salzhaus Winterthur by DRS3 on “Black Music Special”. 
The peak in the year 2002 has been the initiated “Blues & Beyond Session” at the EXPO 02, where guests such as Popa Chubby (USA), Aynsley Lister (UK), Ana Popovic (YU), Hank Shizzoe, Michael von der Heide, Mark Storace (Krokus) a.o. performed in front of over 3000 spectators.
