Jerez de la Frontera (Cádiz), 1961. Guitarist. He began his apprenticeship with Rafael el Águila, and from his early days collaborated regularly with the Professorship of Flamencology. He was only fourteen years old when he accompanied such singers as Tío Gregorio el Borrico, Terremoto and others. He has recorded accompanying the cante of Turronero, Pansequito, Indio Gitano... and as a concert guitarist. In his triple roles of composer, concert guitarist and accompanier, he has performed in diverse theater shows, the most notable being ¡Ay... Jondo!, and lately in Yerma, a work for which he has created a most beautiful music. He has acted at some of the most important festivals in the world. He is one of the most skilled guitarists, who has participated in experiences of jazz and other genres, his being one of the most convincing cases of integration of the jondo sound in other musical schemes, which has come to be known as fusion. He composes enormously rich and complex music, without loosing the strength of the flamenco reference, and he performs himself with the technical capacity of a real virtuoso. Some of his creations are lavishly beautiful.
‘Andando el tiempo’ is going to sound halfway around the world. Gerardo Núñez has just started his 2005 tour, with a jam-packed agenda of live shows based on his new album. The Jerez-born guitarist is scheduled to perform with his trio - Pablo Martín on bass and Cepillo on percussion - and his quintet - plus Carmen Cortés on baile and Rafael de Utrera on cante - in European countries such as Germany, Austria, Switzerland, Italy and Spain. Standing out is the gala at London's Royal Queen Elizabeth Hall on April 30th in the setting of the International Guitar Festival '05. 
During this season, he also takes part in the show ‘The Four Elements’ as the musical director, although he will only play live at specific performances. Carmen Cortés, playing fire, will take part regularly in this show included in Flamenco Festival USA and Flamenco Festival London 2005, which will make stops at venues as important as Sadler’s Wells in London and New York's City Center. The bailaora also continues to put on the show ‘La Celestina’, directed by playwright Gerardo Vera, all over the world. 

Carmen Cortés and Gerardo Núñez will make a halt in their respective agendas from July 11th to 16th to teach the fourteenth edition of their now renowned flamenco course in Sanlúcar de Barrameda (Cádiz, Spain), whose registration is now open at www.gerardonunez.com.
