Olivier Mutukudzi

Mutukudzi started singing in a church choir and picked up some guitar as well. He performed on the radio in 1975 and joined the Wagon Wheels, who also featured Thomas Mapfumo. Mapfumo influenced Mutukudzi to incorporate more Shona rhythms into his arrangements, and in 1979, Oliver took his backing band on the road. Eleven years later, he had amassed 36 gold records and was building an international reputation, having performed with Tracy Chapman, Bruce Springsteen, and Peter Gabriel, and also at the 1988 Amnesty Concert.
